APPLICATION INFORMATION:   

Mix product thoroughly and apply with brush, roller or airless sprayer.  When spraying, use a tip designed for flat wall coatings.  Apply when surface and air temperatures are above 50 Deg. F.

RECOMMENDED THINNER:

Povia 050 does not require thinning use directly as supplied.
